SUMMARY 
In signing the various FY 2009-10 budget bills, the Governor exercised her constitutional power to veto items 
contained in some of the bills.  Those items include both line item appropriations and boilerplate sections that are 
deemed to be allocations of state funding. 
 
The table below summarizes the amounts of Gross and General Fund/General Purpose (GF/GP) funding vetoed 
in each budget area.  Included in the vetoes made by the Governor are three vetoes of negative line item 
appropriations in the Corrections and Natural Resources budgets that reflected assumed savings to be realized 
across multiple line items within those budgets over the course of the fiscal year.  Those vetoes have the effect of 
increasing, rather than reducing, the appropriation amounts contained in those two enrolled budget bills; those 
increases are shown separately below.
